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Recent U.S. Fulbright Projects

Dr. Dale Bertelsen
Lecturing in Communications/Journalism

Dr. Bertelsen, co-author of a monographic study, Analyzing Media:

Communication Technologies as Symbolic and Cognitive Systems (1996),

editor of the Communication Quarterly, and the past president of the

Eastern Communication Association, which honored him in 1997 for his

distinguished teaching record, assisted Ukrainian students in develop-

ing the communication and critical thinking skills essential for civic par-

ticipation in a democratic society. 

Ms. Natalia Feduschak
Project title: “The Search for the New Ukraine”

Ms. Feduschak, a seasoned journalist, taught at the Institute of

Journalism at the Taras Shevchenko National University in Kyiv, the

country’s premier faculty in journalism. She also researched political,

religious, and social transformations in independent Ukraine. Her flu-

ency in Ukrainian and knowledge of Ukraine helped make her courses

particularly effective.

Wawa Baczynsky
A Pilot Program in Social Work

Ms. Baczynsky has over 20-years’ professional expe-

rience as а social work practitioner, consultant,

trainer, and administrator. Much of her work has

focused on the development and management of

programs designed to provide social services to

refugee and immigrant populations and to prepare

professionals and service providers to offer these

services. She was one of the original staff members

hired for the federally funded Indochinese

Paraprofessional Training Program at the School of

Social Work at Boston University, and served as the

principal program coordinator of the Pennsylvania

Refugee Mental Health Network. Ms. Baczynsky

helped draft preliminary plans to develop а social

service department at the Catholic University in

Lviv that could respond to changing societal needs

in post-communist Ukraine. 

Mr. Samir Bukhari
Project title: “Corporate Governance, Securities Regulation and the Role

of the Business Lawyer: A Comparative Perspective”

Mr. Bukhari, аn attorney in corporate law and securities regulation, the

founder of а wireless infrastructure соmраnу and a faculty member at

the University of California Hastings Law School, developed а course in

corporate governance and securities law for Ukraine that explored com-

parative practices in business and securities law and the role of the

business lawyer in creating а ethical business culture.

Yurij Bihun
Project title: “Expanding Market and Policy Opportunities for

Conservation of Ukraine’s Forests in a Transition Economy”

Mr. Bihun has а strong academic background in forest sciences and has

published over 100 articles on sustainable forestry and forest conserva-

tion. His extensive professional experience includes work with federal

and state agencies, non-governmental organizations, and private prop-

erty owners on developing sustainable forest management and conser-

vation programs. Мr. Bihun has also participated in numerous interna-

tional development projects to promote global cooperation in forest

management. His proposed research explored the conflicting pressures

placed upon Ukraine’s rich forest resources during this period of transi-

tion to а market economy. In cooperation with Ukrainian scientists, Мг.

Bihun’ s research assisted in the development of а national forest stew-

ardship policy to encourage the emergence of а forest products industry

in Ukraine and simultaneously support conservation. The development

of а forest management resource program, consistent with American and

international standards and conventions, will further strengthen

Ukraine’ s integration into the international community.
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Dr. Jaropolk Lassowsky
Project title: “Music and Poetry: Sharing the

American Experience”

Dr. Lassowsky teaches courses in music history,

theory, and performance, conducts the orchestra

at Clarion University, is Musical Director of the

Warren Civic Orchestra, and is also active as а solo

and chamber performer, composer, and arranger.

His research and teaching interests focus on

American music and Ukrainian classical, popular

and folk music, both from Ukraine but also from

the diaspora in North America. Dr. Lassowsky lec-

tured on American music at Kherson State

Pedagogical University and 20th-century music,

orchestration, and composition at the Kherson

Regional School of Music. He developed innova-

tive, interdisciplinary courses for this project and

collaborated with Ukrainian musicologists on а

scholarly edition, print and CD, of Ukrainian folk

music from the Black Sea region. 

Dr. Darryl Mitry
Project title: “Cross-Cultural Business, Leadership,

and Strategic Management”

Dr. Mitry’s research and publications focus on spe-

cific areas of business, such as space commerce,

and on curriculum development for business pro-

grams. Dr. Mitry taught a set of courses in cross-

cultural business economics that would train future

educators, business entrepreneurs, and managers

to appreciate the different cultural frameworks in

which businesses develop and operate. 

Dr. Linell Fromm
Public Administration, Public Health, and Nongovernmental Management

Dr. Fromm used her impressive set of academic and professional creden-

tials to teach courses in leadership, community health, and NGO manage-

ment designed to assist the development of public institutions, to

strengthen emerging public and nongovernmental programs, and to pre-

pare qualified and effective leaders and managers in Ukraine. 

Dorian Mazurkevich
Project title: “The Protection and Enforcement of

Intellectual Property Rights in Ukraine: Combating

Piracy and Counterfeiting in a Global Economy”

Mr. Mazurkevich, a specialist in intellectual proper-

ty law with expertise in international laws, com-

bined a lecturing-research project that focused оn

the current legal infrastructure for and enforcement

of intellectual property rights in Ukraine and оn

social attitudes toward intellectual property pro-

tection. This is а critical variable that is absent in

most studies оn comparative intellectual property

law but оnе that may help explain international dif-

ferences in intellectual property protection. 

Dr. Douglas Larch
Project title: “America Through the Looking Glass: Exploring the Rhetorical

Landscape of an Emerging Twenty-First Century America Through the

Lenses of Language, Literature, Rhetoric, Media, and the Arts”

Dr. Larche has achieved professional success in academe, the creative

arts, and public and civic service. As а creative artist, Dr. Larche is an

accomplished playwright and author of short fiction and poetry, as well

as а director of theater, film, and video productions. His play: Truth on

Trial: The Ballad of Sojourner Truth received the gold medal at the 21st

Century Playwrights Festival in New York City. Building upon his multi-

ple areas of expertise, Dr. Larche taught series of courses in American

culture that introduced Ukrainian students to interdisciplinary and mul-

tidisciplinary approaches. 
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Mr. Norton Steuben
Law

Professor Steuben, leading expert in tax law, served as а tax advisor in

Ukraine during 1997-1999 under the sponsorship of the U.S. Treasury

Department. He developed courses specifically for Ukraine in the area of

tax and private property law that focus оn the fundamental concepts inher-

ent in private property and taxation in а market ecоnоmу but explore these

concepts in the context of the United States, European Union, and Ukraine. 

Dr. William Smith
Lecturing and research on Environmental,

Agricultural, and Medical Remote and in 

Situ Sensing

Dr. Smith, а recognized leader in the develop-

ment, testing, and application of hyper spectral

sensors that are increasingly important in indus-

trial and defense endeavors, taught а series of

courses that assisted the Petro Mohyla

Humanities University at Mykolaiv in developing

its doctoral program in ecology. 

Dr. Marian Rubchak 
Project title: “The Way We Were: The Role of

Cultural Memory in Renegotiating Identity”

Dr. Rubchak, a teacher with considerable experi-

ence in curriculum development and an accom-

plished scholar, taught a course on comparative

feminism and contemporary history. She also

researched a monograph on cultural legacy and

construction of feminist consciousness. 

Walter Parchomenko
Project title: “Democratic Governance and Military Reform in Post-

Soviet Ukraine”

Dr. Parchomenko, an expert оn Ukraine and Russia at the Joint Military

Intelligence College, is also а permanent member of the Office of the

Secretary of Defense Strategy Working Group. Не is а Councilor with

the Atlantic Council of the United States, member of its Standing Policy

Group on the Future of United States-Ukraine Relations, and the recipi-

ent of the National Intelligence Certificate of Distinction in 2002. Dr.

Parchomenko’s research focused on the prospects for the transforma-

tion of Ukraine’s military into а pillar for democratization in the coun-

try. He explored how key institutions of civil society, parliamentary

committees and new NGOs aided military reform and democratic gover-

nance. Through earlier short-term visits to Ukraine, Dr. Parchomenko

has established а network of Ukrainian scholars, officials and NGO rep-

resentatives who collaborated with him on this study.
