Fulbright Seminars and Events

The Fulbright Humanities Seminar «New Criticism,» held on 27" of October 2005,
was devoted to modern methodology problems of comparative studies in
Ukrainian sociology. The speaker, Viktor Stepanenko, grappled with such ques-
tions as how it is possible to compare different socio-cultural realities, and what
the meanings of special cultural contexts are.

The seminar dealt with the results of the European Social Survey conducted by
the Institute of Sociology, National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. Ukraine
was represented there along with 20 other European nations. Some of its pre-
liminary results were presented and perspectives on the development of sociol-
ogy as well as of other social disciplines in comparative research were outlined.
