Greetings from
theU.S. Ambassador in Ukraine

I'm pleased to have an opportunity to
congratulate the Fulbright Program on
another successful year in Ukraine. The
Fulbright Program was established in
1946 with the goal of increasing mutual
understanding between the people of
the United States and the people of
other countries. But those of us who are
familiar with the program here in Ukraine
understand that the Fulbright Program
does much more.

The Fulbright Program serves as a model
of transparency in Ukrainian higher

education.

Such transparency is crucial because it
promotes high standards that are essential
for economic prosperity. That is why

the U.S. Government has supported the
Ukrainian Ministry of Education’s efforts
to introduce standardized testing for
university admission, most recently through
the Millennium Challenge Corporation. The
introduction of transparent criteria for
university admission will raise the overall
quality of Ukrainian higher education.

The Fulbright Association has focused on
issues of academic freedom and university
autonomy through a code of ethics that it
adopted and presented this year. Academic
freedom is imperative for the free exchange
of ideas that fosters the innovation critical
to economic development. As Ukrainian
Fulbright alumni advocate for a code of
ethics in Ukrainian universities, I also

urge them to consider issues of academic
integrity and personal responsibility as
they relate to all members of the university
community — administrators and teachers,
as well as students. Giving a voice to all
participants, Ukrainian universities will
reach the highest of standards and develop
bright new leaders.

This year marks 75 years since the
Holodomor, a horrendous tragedy
commemorated by Fulbright through a
public seminar. It is important to recognize
the historic events that Stalin perpetrated
in Ukraine in order to ensure that nothing
of this nature happens again. The Embassy
also recognized the 75th anniversary of
the Holodomor through support of the
translation into Ukrainian of the 1984

U.S. Commission Report to Congress on the
Ukrainian Famine 1932-1933.

Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice said,
“In a world where challenges transcend
borders, education is essential for
making the world more peaceful and
more prosperous.” There is no doubt that
Ukrainian Fulbrighters and the American
Fulbrighters who come to Ukraine
contribute to this important process.
