It is difficult to believe that another
academic year — my second as director
of the Fulbright Program in Ukraine -
has been completed. The 2007-

2008 academic year saw many positive
changes and accomplishments, among
them the celebration of the 15th
anniversary of an independent
Fulbright Program in Ukraine and

the Tenth Conference of the Ukrainian
Fulbright Association, held in October
2007. Inthese 15 years nearly

400 Ukrainian students, faculty,

and scholars traveled to the United
States for research or university study
through programs administered by
the Fulbright Office in Ukraine. At the
same time, over 300 U.S. students and
scholars came to Ukraine, contributing
to the academic, cultural, and social
life of the country.

Support for the Fulbright Program

in Ukraine from the U.S. Department
of State remains high and
opportunities for Ukrainian students
and scholars are expanding, thanks
to the availability of new Fulbright
international exchange programs

for Ukraine and opportunities for
collaborating with corporations and
foundations working in Ukraine.
During the 2007-2008 academic year,
281 Ukrainian students, faculty,

and scholars applied through five
programs, 15 % more than in the
previous year. The number of
Ukrainian grant recipients also grew,
from 43 to 54 — an increase of 25 %.
This growth occurred mostly in the
Graduate Student and Fulbright
Faculty Development Programs.
Twenty-five Ukrainian students
received funding for graduate

study in the U.S. during the 2008-
2009 academic year, compared

with 14 in the previous year. Eight
Fulbright Faculty Development
grants were awarded, two more than
previously.

The first Ukrainian recipient of a
prestigious Fulbright International

Science and Technology Award was
recognized in 2007-2008. Established
in 2006, this award allows students
competing worldwide to pursue a
Ph.D. degree in a U.S. university over
a three-year period. Ukrainian finalist
Pavlo Bohutskyi is an Assistant
Professor at the National Academy of
Environmental Protection and Resort
Development Institute in Simferopol,
Crimea. One of 40 finalists selected,
he will focus his research at Johns
Hopkins University on finding

new solutions to the water quality
problems that Ukraine, and especially
Crimea, will be facing.

Another first during the 2007-

2008 academic year was the residency
of Denys Bazilevych in the U.S.
Congress in Washington, DC, the first
Ukrainian to win a Fulbright /
American Political Science
Association Congressional Fellowship.
Mr. Bazilevych had previously served
in the Secretariat of the President

of Ukraine as liaison between

the Secretariat and the Cabinet of
Ministers. This award allowed him to
spend one year attending university
seminars and to work full-time on the
staff of Representative Timothy

J. Walz of Minnesota, thus gaining
first-hand knowledge of how the U.S.
Congress functions on a day-to-day
basis.

Among graduate students, Ivan
Stetsyuk is the first Ukrainian to be
named to the “Fulbright-Lehman
Brothers Outstanding New Leaders

in Finance Program.” He participated
in an intensive summer internship

at the Lehman Brothers Holding
headquarters in New York City while
also receiving a grant towards his
completion of an M.S. program

in International Finances at the
Carey Business School, Johns Hopkins
University.

The year also witnessed a number of
important public events organized by

kb
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Fulbrighters and the Fulbright Program
in Ukraine. Members of the Ukrainian
Fulbright Association ratified a Code
of Ethics attheir annual conference
in October 2007. TheCode of Ethics
was published as a bi-lingual booklet
through the support of the Public
Affairs Section of the U.S. Embassy
in Ukraine and also appeared inthe
leading Ukrainian language journal
Krytyka. Alumni and Fulbright Program
staff have participated in a number
of public roundtables, forums, and
conferences at which the Code of Ethics
was discussed by scholars, students,
and university administrators. For
the first time, the Fulbright Program
in Ukraine partnered with the Kyiv-
and Moscow-based law firm Magister
& Partners and with the Georgetown
University Law Center to offer a
teleconference seminar for Ukrainian
law students on opportunities to
pursue an LL.M. degree inthe United
States. Together with the National
University of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy
and the Kennan Institute inKyiv,

the Fulbright Program in Ukraine
held a public seminar and forum
commemorating the 75th anniversary
of the 1932-1933Holodomor,

the Famine-Genocide in Ukraine.



Leading Ukrainian scholars explored
the meaning of genocide, thelarger
geopolitical context of the Famine-
Genocide, and the politics of collective
memory in the Soviet and post-Soviet
eras.

U.S. Fulbright students and scholars
in Ukraine have been very active
during this past academic year.

In addition to their own projects
and teaching assignments, many
have traveled to other institutions
and presented lectures, participated
in conferences, and consulted with
members of academic departments
about curriculum issues.

American scholars in the arts shared
their talents with Ukrainians. Dr.
Daniel Koppelman with his wife and
performing partner in duo runedako,
Ruth Neville, performed both his

own compositions and those of other
composers at an international festival
of new music in Odesa and at concerts
in Simferopol and Kyiv. In addition

to working on several documentary
films, Naomi Uman also taught
workshops on filmmaking to residents
of an orphanage near her home in the
village of Lehedzine. In the summer
of 2007 she led a tour of American and
Ukrainian musicians and filmmakers
to screen their films and perform

for and with local residents, visiting
towns and villages from Odesa to

Lviv. Both of these scholars will

return to Ukraine for part of the 2008-
2009 academic year to continue their
teaching and creative work.

Other U.S. scholars and students
presented lectures and workshops

on topics which include library science,
women’s health and reproductive
issues, journalism, special education,
government administration, Ukraine’s
energy policy, migration and human
trafficking, business administration,
English language instruction, film
and American studies, American
elections, political science, and
others. Like scholar Robert Mercer,
professor of Journalism at Lutsk
Liberal Arts University (LLAU) during
fall 2007, many are continuing

their relationships with Ukrainian
scholars, students, and universities
after returning to their institutions
in the U.S. For example, Professor

Mercer will be conducting an on-line
distance learning course from Cypress
College in California with the LLAU,
repeating his course “Introduction to
Convergence Journalism” and using
teleconferencing techniques he helped
the LLAU develop and implement.
Visiting Fulbright Specialist Scholars
continued a tradition of raising
awareness about ecology. Dr. Lloyd
Irland lectured and consulted

on preserving and managing Ukraine’s
forest resources. Dr. Timothy Mousseau
continued his Chornobyl Zone
research on genetic damage among
barn swallows. His article published
in Nature (437: 1089)significantly
challenges the depiction of

the reforested (and irradiated)
Chornobyl Zone as an environment

in which wildlife can safely thrive.

Ukrainian Fulbrighters in the United
States were also active in academic,
cultural, and social lives of host
communities. Singer-musician-
musicologist Maryana Sadovska gave
workshops and performances around
the country. Kennan Institute scholar
Vitaliy Zhuhay started a regular
column in the Ukrainian electronic
news forum www.zaxid.net. Ukrainian
scholars in the U.S. lectured at their
host universities, traveled to

attend conferences and Fulbright
enrichment seminars in other parts of
the country, presented their research
at various American universities,
joined Ukrainian Diaspora community
events, and played tourist.

It has been a productive year for all
members of the Fulbright community
and Program staff. We are all grateful
for the committed support of
Ambassador William Taylor, the staff of
the Public Affairs Section of the U.S.
Embassy in Kyiv, and our colleagues
at the Educational and Cultural Affairs
Section of the U.S. Department

of State in Washington, DC. We

are also grateful for the tireless
support of colleagues at the
Institute of International Education
and the Council for International
Exchange of Scholars. We at the
Fulbright Program in Ukraine look
forward to continued collaboration
with these colleagues, Ukrainian

and U.S. Fulbright alumni, and with
university administrators, educators,
and students in Ukraine and in the
United States.
