Fulbright Scholar Program

During this academic year 19Fulbright
grantees from Kyiv, Lviv, Kharkiv,
Odesa, Ostroh, Zhytomyr, Simferopol,
Zaporizhzhia, Mykolayiv, and Uzhhorod
were placed at 16 American universities
and institutes located in 12 different
states and in Washington, DC, for
periods ranging from four to nine
months. An American university or a
scholarly institute offers a Fulbright
Scholar from Ukraine an array of
opportunities to increase knowledge,
develop new skills, complete a project,
and to establish a new network of
colleagues and friends, irrespective of
national boundaries. These academic
endeavors stand side by side with
personal experiences, new perceptions,
and new adventures. Journalist Vitaliy
Zhuhay, placed atthe Kennan Institute,
Woodrow Wilson International Center
for Scholars inWashington, DC,
completed a monograph on“Press
Quality Criteria in USA,” as well as

a series of impressionistic studies
“America through theEyes of
aJournalist.”

During the 2007-2008academic year,
21 American scholars lectured or did
research inUkraine. Thefollowing
universities hosted a U.S. scholar
for the first time: Sevastopol State
Technical University, Rivne State
Humanitarian University, and
Kherson Pedagogical University.

The Fulbrighters organized
roundtables and seminars, participated
in conferences, and visited lectures
of their Ukrainian colleagues. These
activities allowed them to observe
the class atmosphere and teaching
methods of Ukrainian counterparts
and often became opportunities for
dialogue oncontent and teaching
methodology.

With a relatively less formal scholar-
student relationship, American scholars
often become mentors for future
Ukrainian Fulbright applicants. These
scholars often help initiate projects

to be carried out and developed by

students themselves. A good example
is the student leadership conference
organized inLviv by historian Linda
Gray. Theconference brought together
students from six cities to begin

a three-year project onecology

in Ukraine. Linguist Kate Reynolds,
teaching atKharkiv Polytechnic
University, encouraged her students
to mobilize for Earth Day and conduct
a massive clean-up around their
university. She also gave a series of
guest lectures atuniversities in Kharkiv,
Poltava, Odesa, and Crimea, and joined
recruiting activities for Fulbright
Programs by providing student
workshops onessay writing.

Gregory Gardner's prolific lecturing
became his trademark. In addition

to teaching eight courses at Kherson
Pedagogical University on business
management and entrepreneurship, he
also gave two courses at a community
business center for entrepreneurs,

a series of lectures on American
literature at a local high school, and
guest lectures at five universities
throughout Ukraine. His comment
captured it all: “I lectured a lot,

but I received much more in return,
and have learned much more.” Each
scholar, in his or her own way, found
academic and personal fulfillment as
a Fulbrighter and returned to his or
her home community ready to share
something newly learned.

“Mamma,

Pmgoing
to America”

Before leaving for Pennsylvania State
University on a Fulbright, Maryana
Sadovska invited everyone to a
performance in Kyiv. The hall was
brimming with people of all ages.
Accompanied by her band Borderland,
Maryana treated the audience to a
repertoire of both traditional and very
personal contemporary adaptations
and arrangements of songs that

she had gathered over the years by
visiting remote villages throughout
Ukraine. She was her own master of
ceremonies, poignantly placing each
song into a time, a place, a mood.

The program opened with the song
“Mamo, yidu do Ameryky” [Mamma,
I'm going to America], which began
with the excitement of adventure, and
ended with the lyrical homesickness
of letters. Maryana introduced her
sorcerer’s song by describing her
search for a little house “over there,
at the end of the road,” a long journey
that led to a gift of elixir for good
health. Later, she invited five elderly
village women from the audience to
perform a song handed down through
generations. These were her Ukrainian
“godmothers” of music who had
taught her ancient songs that had
never been recorded in writing.

In the U.S., Maryana prepared texts
and melodies collected over 15 years
for a bi-lingual anthology project,
together with U.S. Fulbright alumni
Professor Michael Naydan, and Yara
Arts Group artistic director Virlana
Tkacz. Instead of trees humming

in the forest, she listened to

the patter of her two children’s feet,
as she managed to be both mother
and scholar. She gave vocal workshops
at universities (Illinois, Princeton,
and Stanford). In Oakland, California,
she gave a workshop of Kupalo songs,
performing with a U.S. women'’s
vocal ensemble KITKA. The songs

in this performance were a collage of
diverse folk melodies and texts that

the singers had learned during their
stay in Ukraine combined with original
music by Ms. Sadovska.

At Stanford University Maryana

met with ethnographer Professor

Izaly Zemtsovsky and accepted his
invitation to perform at the Silk
House Road, a multi-cultural and
educational center in Berkeley. During
her meetings with David Harrington,
founder of the popular Kronos Quartet,
she committed to composing a work

for the group. Maryana also visited
the Native American group Pueblo
Santo Domingo in Albuquerque,
New Mexico, sharing the meanings
of tradition, discussing similarities
between cultures, and mourning
the effects of native language loss.

New York City was also on her map.
Maryana’s performance at Joe’s

Pub in The Public Theater was
reviewed by Fulbrighter Svitlana
Matviyenko in Dzerkalo Tyzhnia
(www.dt/ua/3000/3680/63406).
Particularly meaningful were visits
with three Ukrainian Diaspora women
in their nineties. Their reminiscences
and songs inspired Maryana to create
a new program that will include poems
by Pavlo Tychyna and songs from
Central Ukraine.

Ms. Sadovska gave interviews to
National Public Radio (NPR), National
Geographic, and local newspapers
about her ethnographic research

in Ukraine, in the American Ukrainian
community, and about her own

artistic work. In her own words,

from Tavrida

You recognize thebooming voice
immediately and you know that “Our
Man from Tavrida” has arrived atthe
Fulbright Office. The enthusiasm
belongs to Fulbright Scholar Robert
Zimmerman. His energy isirresistible
and you want to hear all about

the newest episode of his adventures.

Political scientist and activist

Dr. Robert Zimmerman has turned
the rhetorical question “What

is Ukraine?” into an organizing force
behind which students have lined up
to tackle a nationwide project which
has changed the spirit and nature of
their studies. Understanding Ukraine’s
politics, foreign policy, and social
and economic national interests has
become their quest.

Bob generously advises them,
challenges their assumptions, and
prods them to raise new questions.

He guides and supports them and

is rejuvenated by their young
enthusiasm in the classroom and

at the local disco. He encourages them
to use the computer facilities which he
donated to Tavrida’s Fulbright Room.
They miss him when he travels and
cheer his return to Simferopol airport
with balloons and flowers. Together
they rejoice that the cancer count

is down... And he rejoices inthem.

During this year’s extension of his
Fulbright grant, “Our Man from Tavrida”
has characteristically kept himself
busy while battling the cancer that
dictated several visits to the States. He
continued to teach classes onnational
interests, foreign policy, civil society,
Black Sea strategic interests, and
English atV. Vernadsky Tavrida National
University (TNU), Tavrida Humanities
and Ecological Institute (THEI), and

at the Engineering and Pedagogical
Institute (EPI). Dr. Zimmerman worked
with FLEX alumni (exchange program
for Ukrainian high school students to
study in U.S.), attended conferences,

and often generously covered student
expenses out of his own pocket. Having
completed his Fulbright extension,

he continues to lobby inKyiv and
Washington for future projects.

Bob has a full agenda. He has formed
a team of colleagues and students

to deliberate Ukrainian-American
issues, empowering Ukrainian youth
to act as citizens committed to a civil
society. Intensive three-day National
Interest Workshops are scheduled

to begin in Fall 2008, supported by

a grant from the U.S. Department

of State Bureau of Educational and
Cultural Affairs. The workshops will
address national, political, security,
and economic issues at university
venues throughout Ukraine. These
will also serve as forums for conflict
resolution, as students from different
ethnic, cultural, and language groups
work together for the development of
their country.

Dr. Zimmerman'’s Black Sea Geopolitical
Choice Discussion Club first brought
together students and faculty from
TNU and THEI inspring 2008; a project
agenda for thenext two years isbeing
formulated. Thelong-term goal isto
establish similar groups irall of

the Black Sea region countries- to work
independently and jointly iraddressing
the important issues of theregion.

Finally, Dr. Zimmerman isactively
working to establish a three-week
workshop “Challenges for Youth inan
Independent Ukraine” to be held
annually inWashington, DC. This forum
will continue the work of students who
participated in the National Interests
Workshops and inthe Black Sea
Geopolitical Choice Discussion Club.
The goal is to enhance the capacity

of Ukrainian university students to
participate in determining Ukraine’s
national interests and indeveloping
foreign policies that protect and

realize is “Wake Up! Speak Up!” Itis a
civil society project for establishing a
Ukrainian organization whose purpose
is to increase youth’s political, social
and economic participation inthe
democratic development of Ukraine.
The organization will bring students
to Kyiv for a one-week program of
seminars and workshops; organize
visits with government officials;
provide lessons in history and culture;
and will teach leadership, research
and analytical skills, and negotiation
strategies. Young people will return
to their communities to develop civic
action and advocacy activities.
