The main significance of the Fulbright
Program for us remains the same:

it offers Ukrainian graduate students
and young lecturers an opportunity to
study or conduct research at American
universities. The number of grantees of
the Graduate Student and the Faculty
Development divisions increased from
23 in the 2006-2007 academic year to
32in 2008-2009.

In 2006 the Program expanded to
include science and technology
fields. In the coming 2008-

2009 academic year, 10 grantees will
be studying in Master’s programs or
doing research in biology, genetics,
mathematics, computer science, and
chemistry. Finalists exhibited a good
understanding of current theory and
research in their fields. Those with
work experience clearly demonstrated
their ability to incorporate their
education into professional and
practical areas. For example,

in recognizing her skills, Oregon State
University invited Natalia Pylypiuk

of Kyiv National Taras Shevchenko
University into its Ph.D. program

in chemistry.

As a result of this year’s outreach to
technical universities and research
institutes throughout Ukraine, more
than 30 applications in science

and technology were received

for the 2008 competition from
technical universities in Cherkasy,
Dniproderzhynsk, Dnipropetrovsk,
Donetsk, Kharkiv, Kherson, Kyiv, Lviv,
Lutsk, and Vinnytsia, and from several
institutes of the Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine.

Fields in the humanities continued to
be important to Ukrainian applicants:
economics, law, international
relations, linguistics, literature,
applied psychology, journalism and
communications, art, and architecture
were represented. Although shifting
somewhat in their specializations,
the most popular fields among

graduate student applicants remained
economics and law. Despite (or
perhaps because of) the complicated
economic situation in Ukraine,

the number of applicants in finance,
banking, and international economics
almost doubled from last year,
increasing from 24 to 43.

The number of applications for

legal studies remained essentially
unchanged (28), although theemphasis
this time was on corporate, investment,
tax, and financial law. These areas
attract candidates because of their
universal appeal and potential
business application, as the number

of international firms in Ukraine
increases. A pragmatic approach
among young people inchoosing

a specialization reflects Ukraine’s
process of European integration and
adaptation to European and world
realities.

The program hosted 10 U.S. graduate
students. This was a chance for

them to get to know a new country
and to become involved in Ukraine’s
political and cultural processes.
While Ukraine’s education is being
re-defined through free academic
exchange of knowledge, students,
and research, most U.S. Fulbright
graduate students have already
experienced academic freedom

and free discourse in international
contexts. For example, before coming
to Ukraine, Darin Bielecki attended
Jagellonian University in Poland,

Jan Surer earned a Master’s degree
at Oxford in England, and Christopher
Bell taught English in Russia.

To mark theend of their year

of independent work, the U.S.
students gathered for a retreat

at Mykolayiv State Petro Mohyla
Humanities University at the end

of May. The Fulbrighters presented
their research results and received
feedback from local scholars and
students. Topics included: Exploring
interethnic relations inthe Soviet
Ukraine, 1943-1948 (Elana Jakel);
Protestant minorities in Soviet Union,
1945-1991(Alexander Kashirin);
Stundism inKyiv Province, 1870-
1917 (Jan Surer); Reproductive health
in Ukraine (Rachel Criswell); Theshift
to a human rights approach (Elise
Garvey); Inter-executive conflict and
Ukraine’s natural gas supply scheme
(Hans Stege); and Ukrainian cinema
(Larissa Paschyn).

surprised her friends.
She would be attending a graduate
program in journalism at Indiana
University. After all, she already
worked for some of the biggest
weeklies such as Korrespondent and
Focus, was published in reputable
European journals, and gave reports
on TV. So, why go study what she
already knows? “It is definitely worth
it,” she says. “Schools of journalism
in the U.S. differ significantly from
those in Ukraine.”

At Indiana University her daily
routine included reading hundreds
of pages, writing papers and
preparing presentations, and endless
assignments shooting and editing for
a TV reporting class. Students always
had access to quality materials and
professional equipment. However,

a mandatory Quantitative Analysis
course changed her image of the ideal
academic training for journalists. She

recounts, “Later on I understood why
it was so important... I looked at a
bunch of Ukrainian magazines and
quickly discovered that often numbers
(statistics or comparative data) were
missing. One of the unbreakable rules
for U.S. journalists is that a theory has
to be supported by data, not just with
a quote from an expert... I suddenly
started appreciating the relevance

of that class to my profession. Who
would think... quantitative analysis?!”

Caught up in her classes, Olesia

still missed her journalistic life

in Ukraine, “running to an interview
drinking my coffee on the go,
working till late, meeting interesting
people, and telling their stories to my
audience.” She was therefore excited
to receive a two-month internship
with the Ukrainian TV service of
Voice of America. She wrote a

story about the waves of Ukrainian
immigrants who came to the U.S. and
prepared a report on an amendment
to American immigration law that, if
passed, would introduce a separate
visa category for foreign models.

In the meantime, she attended a
class on TV reporting, “Visual Story
Telling” taught by Mike Conway,
which “was probably the most
valuable asset for my future career,”
concludes Olesia.

Packing her suitcases for her return
to Ukraine, Olesia was already
considering several job offers with
Ukraine’s media. Still, she admitted
that “somewhere in my mind there
was the thought — I wish this was
the beginning of my journey to
America, not the end.”

Human trafficking is a global
problem. It affects Ukraine as a
country of origin with an estimated
117,000 Ukrainians trafficked within
and outside of the country since

2001. partnered with
the International Organization for
Migration (I0OM) and the International
Women'’s Rights Center “La Strada”

to study how Ukraine’s government
and international and domestic
organizations respond to human
trafficking.

Elise admits that she came to
Ukraine thinking that Ukraine’s
government was doing nothing
about human trafficking, and that
non-governmental organizations
lacked the access needed to change
things. However, she identified
progress in areas criticized by

the international community. Her
interviews with international and
domestic organizations revealed
growing relationships with Ukraine’s
government, a trend that is gradually

changing the response to this problem.

Ms. Garvey visited 11 NGOs offering
prevention and reintegration services
to victims to identify what makes
anti-trafficking organizations
sustainable and what challenges must
be addressed. IOM will publish her
results and case studies as a manual
for counter-trafficking NGOs.

Elise describes her experience: “One
advantage as a Fulbright Fellow

that perhaps is not mentioned,
although often assumed and taken

for granted, is the legitimacy that

this scholarship provides you

in your research... People are more
willing to communicate and share
information because they understand
the independence of this educational
exchange program... I was often
confronted with surprise at the access
I was able to gain to actors and
agencies on all levels... the title of
Fulbright Fellow carries a great deal of
legitimacy and responsibility.”

Ms. Garvey’s community activities
included serving as the head coach
of the Kyiv Mohyla Academy Telders
International Moot Court Team,
which prepared arguments for a mock
trial on international aviation law.
The students won the oral rounds and
placed second in the country. She
worked with the African community
challenged by rising xenophobia

in Ukraine and participated in the
awareness-raising United Nations
Living Library project held in  Kyiv's
Shevchenko Park on AIDS Awareness
Day. Volunteers from marginalized
communities (racial, ethnic,
religious, sexual orientation) became
“books” that “were borrowed” from
the library by passers-by for a half-
hour conversation. Elise was also
active in the Women’s Consortium

of Ukraine and in the Americans

for Obama campaign. Ms. Garvey
returns to the U.S. to pursue a career
in immigration issues and law.
