While organizing thdenth Fulbright
Conference “The Ukrainian Project ihe
271t Century” inOctober 2007, we were
again full of optimism and hope. We
believed that theProject would take
shape quickly and be launched without
much effort. Our recommendations and
resolutions summarized, we were ready
to submit to thenew government a brief
that could serve irpreparing a strategic
program of action and first tactical steps.

The Tenth Fulbright Conference took
place a few weeks after the special
Parliamentary elections. The majority
had supported democratic Orange
voices, envisioning in them leaders

of a democratic European nation.
Unfortunately, there was no strong
united leadership in autumn 2007, nor
in spring 2008, nor later that summer.

Once again we realize that we cannot
expect too much from politics when
developing a nation, or to rely on the
political aspects of the government
machine or work for politicians.
Politicians are supposed to support
the foundation and the framework,
while intellectuals fill in the structure
with rationality and content. In other
words, “government for the people”
should mean something. Even
politicians are beginning to catch on.
In her June 2008 opening statement
to the Cabinet of Ministers’ National
Commission on Socio-Economic
Development, Prime Minister Yulia
Tymoshenko pointed out that

the political battle has reached a
point where institutions are called
forin order to develop the country.
These institutions must be above
politics. The Prime Minister appealed
to the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine for the creation of an
institution that would be dedicated
to outlining strategic reforms for

the state.

Intellectuals should be creating ideas
and nurturing politics with them.
However, the more critical role of

intellectuals seems to be in working
with the people and in supporting

the formation of a nation and civil
society. So itis no coincidence that
the title of the Eleventh Fulbright
Conference is “Identity and Memory

in Post-Soviet Ukraine.” Without a clear
picture of the past, unless the crimes of
the totalitarian Communist-Bolshevik
regime are brought to judgment, and
unless we come to terms with this

past, the Ukrainian Project inthe 21
century cannot be a success.
