The Ukrainian Fulbright Association’s
Code of Ethics was developed thanks
to the alumni of the Fulbright
Academic Exchange Program. It was
drafted by Ukrainian researchers who
had spent significant time in scholarly
and educational institutions

in the U.S. They know American
universities and the opportunities
that American libraries and electronic
databases offer. They have personally
experienced what is known as
academic freedom.

You could say that the Code of Ethics
represents the view of Ukraine’s
English speaking scholars on what,
under ideal circumstances, university
scholarship should be.

The normative aspects of the Code of
Ethics are determined by the complex
relationship between intellectual
creativity and present-day democracy.
Scholarly and educational activities
mainly depend on free communication,
civil discourse, and various informal
interactions. The model of behavior
in these areas is guaranteed by

the right of freedom as described by
Ronald Dvorkin.

The Euro-Atlantic world has many
strategies for protecting intellectual
freedom. A lot of them are founded

in the traditions of Christian societies
and are not exclusively in written
form. However, in post-totalitarian
countries, human freedoms have
neither developed sufficiently, nor
received adequate recognition.

For example, the rebirth of healthy
university ethics is progressing slowly,
and not always effectively.

In one way or another, every post-
totalitarian society has to create
(recreate) a system for making
creative decisions, which in turn
enables developing decisions for
practical application in a democracy.
After all, the potential of democracy,
according to Giovanni Sartori?,

is not in creativity but in selection.
A democracy only knows how to
choose from a set of alternatives
that have already been invented by
a creative elite. This is why a nation
requires consistent self-regulation
in scholarship and education. Even
a not very conservative government
usually requires that scholarship
and education go with the flow of
so-called “normal development.”
However, and paradoxically,
scholarship is more a collage of
different pieces than a system*.
Government's ignorance of this
explains its attitude towards
scholarship and education in general.

Already in the middle of the last
century, Bronislav Malinowski

wrote that simply acknowledging
intellectual freedom is not enough
today. For academic freedom to exist
requires three conditions:

1. Students must be able to decide

the goal of their education rather

than go along with what they are
told;

2. Anindividual's education must
be the sole responsibility of that

individual;

3. The achievements of education

must be accessible to those who
have completed their education?.

Everything about academic freedom,
its processes and guarantees, as
described by Bronislav Malinowski,
John Dewey and other cultural
philosophers, is still relevant

today. Their positions are at the
focus of contemporary European
understanding of how scholarship and
higher education should be organized.
This Code of Ethics was developed
according to Ukrainian Fulbrighters’
understanding of best practices

in this field.
