Partnership towards
ecological economics and
healthy environment

When he was with the Fulbright Program in 2003-
2004, Yuriy Bihun established scientific contacts
between Ukraine’s National Forestry University of and
the University of Vermont (in the U.S.). Mr. Bihun is
an international forest resources analyst and director
of the Shelterwood Systems Company. The Trust for
Mutual Understanding and the Fulbright Program
backed a range of projects in which teachers and
students from these two universities visited national
parks, forest reserves, and valuable forest tracts in both
countries, attended conferences, conducted research
and published works that attracted the attention of the
international scientific community.

Lviv became the first Ukrainian city to host an
international seminar on “Ecology and Management of
Forestry in the Ukrainian Carpathians,” with assistance
from the Institute of Ecological Economics and the University

of Vermont. Leading national and

foreign scientists, specialists in
ecological economics and forestry
management, educators, non-
governmental employees and local
citizens participated in the seminar.
There were also researchers,
postgraduates and students of the
“Landscape and Society” research
group of the Swedish Agriculture
University, as well as forestry experts
from Pennsylvania University and the
Shelterwood Systems Company.

At the conference, professor
Yuriy Tunytsia, president of the
National Forestry University of
Ukraine and a member of the
Ukrainian Academy of Science,
emphasized the benefits of
international  cooperation  with
leading universities around the



world. Myron Stachiw, director of
the Fulbright program in Ukraine,
focused on the opportunities for
cooperation between Ukrainian
and American scientists. Professor
R. Constanza of the University
of Vermont, and a founder of
the International ~ Community
of Ecological Economy, and
Dr.  Joshua Farley touched
on modeling problems at the
global level and use of a set of
scientific tools. Dr. William Keeton
suggested a modern paradigm of
forestry management, while Per
Angelstam  (Swedish  University
of Agriculture) and Assistant
Prof. Marine Elbakidze (Lviv Ivan
Franko National University) for
raised the issue of acquiring
interdisciplinary  knowledge to
create  balanced landscapes.
H. Foelmy (“Intercooperation”,
Swiss Foundation of Development
and International Cooperation)
presented international programs
of forestry management in Ukraine,
and the Carpathian FORZA project
in particular.

Having spent five days in
the Carpathians, the seminar
participants saw the areas of dying
coniferous forests and construction
of forest roads. They were also able
to analyze forestry management
and ways the forest is exploited.

Scientific cooperation continued
in 2008. Through the Fulbright
program, professor Keeton conducted
seminars and lectured at the National
Forestry University of Ukraine. His
topics were researching and modeling
carbon-hydrate balance in forest
ecosystems, forestry and agriculture.
The next to come to Ukraine was
Sarah Crow, a Fulbrighter from
University of Vermont who studied
social aspects of forestry and the
certification of Ukrainian forests.

This  cooperation  resulted
in W. Keeton and |. Soloviy
publishing the book “Ecological
Economics and  Sustainable
Forest Management: Developing
a Transdisciplinary Approach for
the Carpathian Mountains” (2009).
The book, which has contributors
from seven countries, reveals
modern concepts and approaches
to ecology and forestry.

The cooperation has yielded
other benefits, including a grant
for the project “Linking Cultural

Heritage and Conservation across
Borders in the Carpathians.” This
will enable Ukrainian specialists to
improve scientific cooperation with
the University of Vermont.
