Ukrainian Fulbright Association in Action:
a Decade of Success

On the threshold of its 10th anniversary,
the Ukrainian Fulbright Association (UFA)
is scrutinizing its achievements during the
pastdecade and defining further challenges
to be faced in the future. For the past
decade, the UFA in cooperation with the
Fulbright Program in Ukraine headed by Dr.
William Gleason (1999-2000), Dr. Martha
Bohachevsky-Chomiak (2000-2006)
and current director Myron Stachiw, has
been a bridge that brought Ukrainian and
global scholarship closer to each other; a
means of distributing ideas of international
education in Ukraine and implementing the
results of various researches; a corporation
that provided an opportunity to disseminate
scientific positions and be heard by society,
and an important part of intellectual life in
Ukraine. Annual Fulbright conferences
have become grand events with debates
on urgent social and scientific issues that
have included ethical principles in science
and education; university autonomy; and
Ukrainian ethnic identity. Grants, provided
by the Bureau of Educational and Cultural
Affairs, US Department of State, the Institute
of International Education, and awarded by
the UFA, helped alumni publish the results
of research conducted in the USA and
to participate in scientific conferences.
Fulbright newsletters and yearbooks have
provided opportunities to highlight scientific
achievements and share information about
their participation in Fulbright programs in
order to make would-be Fulbrighters aware
of life and studies abroad.

Our first meeting was initiated in May
1999 by Dr. William Gleason, director of
the Fulbright Program. Later, the efforts of
Svitlana Kupriyashkina, Tetyana Sayenko,
Olha Homilko and other Fulbright alumni
were crowned by the creation of the
Ukrainian Fulbright Association and by the
leadership of the above-named members.
At our first conference we set a goal to
structure the organisation so that work
would be more efficient. Active steps were
made by Lviv and Kharkiv branches to set
up regional Fulbright chapters. The US
Fulbright Association, for instance, has
created a system of 48 chapters that offer
educational, cultural and social programs
for graduates as well as hospitality for
Fulbrighters from all over the world. With
the move to Hrushevskyi st. in 2001, the

Fulbright Program shared its office with the UFA. Dr. Martha Bohachevsky-
Chomiak initiated the creation of board of regional representatives — program
alumni. Her ideas and increased financing contributed to starting The Fulbright
Annual Yearbooks; providing grants for Fulbrighters’ participation in conferences,
seminars and round table discussions, which offered the opportunity to create the
forum for discussions. An important event for the UFA was the creation in 1997
of the position of Coordinator for Special Programs and Alumni Affairs. Veronica
Aleksanych, who took this position, greatly stimulated Fulbrighters’ ties and
communication through the UFA and Fulbright Program in Ukraine networks.

The UFA is becoming more numerous, with more than 500 alumni back
in Ukraine after gaining invaluable experience in the USA. Under the Statute
adopted in 1999, the administrative body of the UFA — the Board — was made up
of three persons. In 2007, responding to a proposal from current director Myron
Stachiw, the UFA membership voted to create another body — the Council —
consisting of 9 persons. The Council was elected in October 2008, with Myroslava
Antonovych, Natalia Vysotska, Vsevolod Rechytskiy, Lyudmyla Bulatetska,
Volodymyr Navrotskyi, Tetyana Nekryach, Ihor Oleksiv, Oleksandr Pronkevych
and Serhiy Shcherbyna elected to constitute the first enlarged Council. The main
objective of the Council is extending the UFA’s ability to carry out its mission and
to play a bigger role in intellectual and social life of Ukraine.

Created as a social organization meant to promote the development of civil
society in Ukraine, the UFA is one of 65 Fulbright associations in the world; we
are determined to develop cooperative links with many of them. Internet can
be helpful here. For instance, there is an interesting rubric Take Action! on the
website of the American Fulbright Association which reads: Please Contact Your
Senators to Support Increased Funding for Exchanges, etc.

After the 8th annual Fulbright conference ‘The Idea of University’ the UFA sent
an open letter to the Ukrainian government in which more than 100 Fulbrighters
expressed their support for university autonomy. In 2008 Ukrainian Fulbrighters
initiated discussion of an Ethical Code of the UFA members, drafted by Vsevolod
Rechytskiy and adopted this code of intellectual honesty with several amendments.
However, itis high time for us not only to address the government but also encourage
it to act. We should be more active at advancing our proposals on the program of
long-term development of Ukraine. As Oleksandr Merezhko pointed out at the 10th
Fulbright Conference “Ukrainian Project of the XXI Century”, it is necessary not only
to define clearly and honestly the challenges that threaten the existence of Ukraine
and offer ways to overcome them, but also to consider possible strategic models
of Ukraine’s future and its “breakthrough” in the XXI century.

No doubt, the success of the Ukrainian project will depend on how fast civil
society, able to control the powers and make them meet the needs of people,
will be shaped. Promoting civil society in Ukraine through solving problems in
education, science, culture, health care, politics and economy has always been
and is sure to be the main goal of the Ukrainian Fulbright Association.
