It is not possible for a report
of the Fulbright Program’s
activites to be restricted
to only one academic vyear.
Certainly we include the precise
dates of important events in
the Fulbright Program in
Ukraine, and outline, with
no less precision, the dates
of its participants’ teaching
assignments  or  research
projects. This report, however,
is more than a recitation. It combines
the history of the Fulbright Program with
that of the Fulbright grantees’ academic
projects, incorporating the subjective and
personal into the long and distinguished
history of the Program in Ukraine and
around the world. The present edition is
actually compiled by the Fulbrighters
themselves, who are both the participants
of the Program and its biographers.

The bulk of the report consists of concise
descriptions of Fulbright projects: their
aims, contents and chief results. Through
their essays, grantees illustrate in the best
way possible what we call the “Fulbright
experience” in its tangible, very personal
dimension. We also provide a glimpse of the
last year through the eyes of the Ukrainian
Fulbright Association Council Members.

The biography of the Fulbright Program
provides undeniable evidence that the
world has become more mobile, that long
distances are only a matter of geography,
and that academics have carved out a
common space, one based on basic
human values and on the craving for mutual
understanding in the world.

So, we invite you to turn over another
page in the Fulbright biography.
