The 2010-2011 program
year of the Fulbright Program in
Ukraine was, in many ways, like
that of many previous years. Our
staff was busy with recruitment
activities for Fulbright programs
for Ukrainian students, young
faculty and professionals, and
scholars, visiting more than
130 institutions of higher education
and research institutions across
Ukraine. We successfully
conducted  four  competitions  during
the course of the year, reviewing nearly
400 applications and selecting 49 finalists for
study or research in United States universities
or research institutes. We also organized and
supported press conferences, exhibitions,
dramatic and musical performances, lectures,
seminars, workshops, and book presentations
by Ukrainian and U. S. alumni and grantees in
Ukraine.  With the Ukrainian Fulbright
Association, we conducted the 13" Annual
Fulbright Conference “Ukraine's Worldwide
Image: Actualities and Aspirations.” We also
welcomed and supported 38 visiting U.S
Fulbright grantees who lectured in Ukrainian
universities for the academic year, consulted
with research institutes and institutions of
higher education, and conducted research
on a wide range of topics.

The year also brought many new
developments and changes, both in the
Fulbright Program and in Ukraine. The Ukrainian
government continued reforms and introduced
new legislation in such areas as taxation,
labor, banking, immigration, protection of
personal information, and education. Because
of these changes, the Fulbright Program staff
has had to become familiar with the new
laws and their requirements and attempt
to comply as fully as possible, which is
not always an easy task. It has required
some changes in our operating procedures
and much vigilance and care, especially to
our visiting U.S. Fulbright grantees’ visa-
and immigration status due to changing
regulations in Ukrainian immigration law.

New Developments in the Fulbright
Program in Ukraine

The Fulbright Program in  Ukraine
experienced a number of positive changes
during the vyear. First and foremost, the
Program moved to a larger, newly-renovated
office after ten years of leasing space in
the Academy of Sciences of Ukraine on
Hrushevskoho Street. With our new office
came a significant upgrade in information
technology, including fiber optic cable for faster
and more efficient internet and inter-office
communications. The office staff will hopefully
work more effectively with each other, our
clients and our constituents. Two new staff
members were added during the summer to
manage and improve our databases, work
with alumni, assist program staff, and manage
our ever-expanding number of special events.
This will be especially important as we prepare
to celebrate during 2012 the 20" anniversary
of the founding of an independent Fulbright
Program in Ukraine. These improvements
also allow us to improve communication
with alumni and to offer potential program
applicants webinars on how to prepare better
applications.

For the 20" anniversary celebrations, we
are organizing an important international
conference  on  higher education in
Ukraine scheduled to take place in April
2012 (for more information please visit
the conference website at
www.educationconferenceua2012.org.ua).
We began planning for the
conference in September 2010, bringing
together international and Ukrainian
organizations and agencies involved in higher
education in Ukraine and abroad. These
working partners will critically assess the
progress of reforms over the past 20 years
and propose new directions for integrating
Ukraine’s higher education into the global
scholarly community. We are also planning
a wide range of events across the country
showcasing the accomplishments and
contributions of Fulbright alumni to Ukrainian
and U.S. scholarly, cultural, and social life.

Contributions of Ukrainian and
U.S. Fulbright Grantees and Alumni

Over the past year we have continued
to provide strong support to scholars in a
broad range of disciplines. 92 new Ukrainian
and U.S. Fulbright grantees participated in
Fulbright programs during the year:

— 15 were in STEM (science, technology,
engineering, and mathematics) fields

— 3 in public health

-9 in the arts (architecture, art, drama,
music)

— 65 in the social sciences and humanities.

(We provide a complete list in the project
profiles of Ukrainian and U.S. Fulbright
grantees in the program reports below).

Fulbright grantees and alumni have made
a number of significant contributions in
these fields during the past year. In the arts,
for example, U.S. Fulbright Scholar Oleg
Timofeyev, a performer and scholar of early
music, returned to Ukraine for a second year
to continue teaching at the Glier Institute of
Music in Kyiv, working with a wide range of
Ukrainian classical and traditional musicians
and performing around the country. Fellow
Aleksander Najda explored the early Odesa
years of Vasily Kandinsky, one of the first
creators of pure abstraction in modern painting.

A number of Fulbright grantees were
engaged in public health education and
practice. Scholar Raymond Hill taught public
health management at the Danylo Halytskyi
National Medical University in Lviv. Fellows
Catherine Stecyk and Megan Richey explored
children’s health and child development in
Ukraine and education issues in Ukraine’s
orphanages. In the U.S. Ukrainian student
program grantees Dmytro Kulyk, Mariya
Patyka, and Olesandr Zeziulin pursued their
studies in pharmaceutical chemistry, virology,
and epidemiology. And scholar Larysa
Zasyekina researched speech and language
education of children with attention deficit and
hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) at the University
of Central Arkansas (Conway, AR).

In the STEM fields, Ukrainian students
and scholars pursued important research in
agriculture, biology, chemistry, computer
sciences, ecology, energetics, epidemiology,
genetics, telecommunications, and theoretical
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mathematics. In support of furthering
STEM field education in Ukraine, we began
negotiations with several leading polytechnic
universities to develop multi-year projects.
The Fulbright Program plans to increase the
number of U.S. scholars who teach and
help host institutions expand or develop new
programs and curricula in STEM fields.

Finally, on behalf of the Fulbright Program, |
extend deep thanks to Myroslava Antonovych
(Scholar  Program, 1995-1996) for her
exemplary and untiring service during the past
five years as the President of the Ukrainian
Fulbright Association. During her tenure she
managed the expansion of the Ukrainian
Fulbright Association governance structure
from a three-member executive committee
to a more inclusive six-member Board of
Directors and three-member executive
council. She organized the annual Fulbright
conferences “The Ukrainian Project in the
21%t Century” (2007); “Identity and Memory in
Post-Soviet Ukraine” (2008); “Ukraine and the
World: Yearning for Change” (2009); “Ukraine’s
Worldwide Image: Actualities and Aspirations”
(2010); and “The Bologna Process in Ukrainian
Education: Achievements and Prospects for
the Future” (2011 — with Serhiy Kurbatov,
Junior Faculty Development Program, 2003—
2004). President Antonovych administered
the Small Grants Program which is funded
by the Institute for International Education
and the Bureau of Educational and Cultural
Affairs of the U.S. Department of State.
Under her direction, dozens of Ukrainian
alumni  were awarded funding towards
publication of monographs, organization
of seminars and workshops, and travel to
national and international conferences to
present their research findings. We wish her
success in her future endeavors and hope
for her continued involvement in the Fulbright
Program, the alumni association, and current
affairs in Ukraine and the wider world.
