Fulbright Scholar Program

In the nineteen years of its activities in Ukraine, the
Fulbright Program has contributed a great deal to this
country’s integration into global science, education and
culture. The Fulbright Program is recognized as the most
prestigious and influential academic exchange program
supported by the U.S. Department of State.
This status is largely a result of its participants —
the best of the most talented academics of the
world are annually selected for participation.

Program for Ukrainian Scholars

The number of people who aspire to obtain
a Fulbright grant has been growing annually.
In the 2010-2011 academic year, the number
of competitive projects increased by 43% and
constituted 79 compared to 55 projects in
2009-2010. Applicants from the sciences
and engineering led the list (10), followed
by education (7), economics (7), American Studies (6),
and music (4). 18 scholars were chosen to conduct their
research at the very best institutions in the USA, such as The
Kennan Institute (Woodrow Wilson International Center for
Scholars, Washington, DC), Harvard University (Cambridge,
MA), Stanford University (Stanford, CA), the University of
California-Berkeley, and Columbia University (New York, NY).

Ukrainian scholars receive the type of training and
research at American universities that provide them with
excellent opportunities to fulfill their own projects and
achieve results. Dr. Serhiy Kuzhel, for example, is the
leading scientific fellow of the Institute of Mathematics
at the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. As a
result of his work in American universities, he produced
an article accepted for publication in the world-famous
scientific journal Journal of Physics G: Nuclear and
Particle Physics and, through continued cooperation
with renowned American scientists, helped develop
mathematically grounded pseudo-Hermitian operators
of PT-symmetric Quantum Mechanics. He went on to
present his work at several international conferences
at Washington University in St. Louis (St. Louis, MO)
and University of Missouri-Columbia (Columbia, MO),
as well as at the conference “Mathematical Theory of
Quantum Network” in Switzerland and at the international
symposia in Dresden and Prague.

Yevhen Fedchenko, the Director of the School of
Journalism at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla
Academy (KMA), conducted research at the Annenberg
Schoolfor Communication, University of Southern California
(Los Angeles, CA). As a result, he created an improved
syllabus for journalists; succeeded in incorporating
the Ph.D. program into the National Communication
Association (Washington, DC); gained administrative and
managerial experience in attracting private and institutional
donors; and, formed institutional links for co-teaching
several courses. American professors will be delivering
lectures at KMA during this academic year, and a
few interns will arrive next year.

Programs for American Scholars and Specialists
Extremely popular, the U.S. Fulbright Scholar Program

allows Ukrainian institutions of higher education,
research institutions and NGOs to invite American scholars
for lecturing or research during one semester or two. The
short-term Fulbright Specialist Program allows institutions
to invite U.S. scholars and professionals for a period of
two to six weeks. These programs appeal to American
scholars as an opportunity to gain unique experience,
professional as well as personal. For Ukrainian institutions,
these programs help them open the door to the world and
offer new approaches and avenues for solving various
problems in Ukraine. Faculty, students, and administrators
are enriched with new knowledge and experiences
and establish valuable professional links. In the 2010-
2011 academic year, 14 American professors did their
research or teaching in Ukraine under the long-term
U.S. Fulbright Scholar Program, and 9 academics worked
under the short-term program.

Stephen North, professor of State University of New
York at Albany (Albany, NY), worked at the Ternopil
National Economic University in the Department of
Foreign Languages for Foreign Economic Activity from
January through June 2011. Professor North lectured
and conducted classes on academic writing for students,
counseled faculty and students in various aspects of
business English; and arranged events at the English
Speaking Club.

Professor Raymond Hill from the University of Kentucky
(Lexington, KY), lectured at the Lviv Danylo Halytskyi
National Medical University for two semesters on public
health management. His presence was an unusual event
for the students as well as for the university faculty who
attended his lectures, as Professor Hill was the first
American academic to lecture at the Lviv Medical University
under the Fulbright Program.

Alexander Leskov, a professor at the University of
Pennsylvania (Philadelphia, PA), was a participant of the
short-term Fulbright Specialist Program. Thanks to him,
the students and faculty of Kharkiv V.N. Karazin National
University got the chance to become better acquainted
with contemporary methods and theories in archaeology,
museum studies, art history, and also with the guiding
organizational principles and academic achievements of
American universities. Professor Leskov made a significant
contribution to the development of the themes and
exhibition plan of the University’s Museum of Archaeology.
