Dr. Kuzhel was motivated by
the intensive development

of PT-symmetric Quantum
Mechanics (PTQM) during

the last decade. He carried
out a rigorous mathematical
analysis of pseudo-Hermitian
operators that arise in physical
works, an activity which
created cooperation between
physicists from Washington
University in St. Louis (St. Louis,
MO) (with Prof. Carl M. Bender
as one of the founders of the
PT-symmetric approach to
Quantum Mechanics) and
Ukrainian mathematicians.

In the implementation

of the project, the

teams investigated in
mathematical detail one of the
principal concepts of PTQM
(“hidden” C-symmetries). As a
result, they were able to explain
the ambiguity phenomenon
for unbounded C-symmetries
of Hamiltonians of discrete
spectrum.

Dr. Pohorila analyzed the role and function of economic and
political institutions in the formation of attitudes toward political
power in Ukraine. She studied the institutional effect through

the perspective of Ukraine’s historical regions in order to better
understanding which of the regional divisions were significant in
explaining the variations in attitudes towards political power.

To complete the study, Dr. Pohorila used national surveys to

gauge interregional differences and temporal changes from 1994 to
2010 and to understand the basis of popular loyalty to state power.

Davis, CA

Dr. Norkin investigated the
relations between stochastic
programming, which considers
decision-making models
under probabilistic uncertainty,
and statistical learning
theories, which deal with
machine methods for solving
artificial intelligence tasks. With
his project, Dr. Norkin wanted
to promote the exchange

of insights between the two
fields. Both theories are, to

a great extent, based on the
so-called law of large numbers
for random functions and set-
valued mappings. In the course
of the project studies Dr. Norkin
and his colleagues discovered
a new general graphical form
of this law. This discovery
opened the way to solving the
so-called stochastic inclusions
which serve as a mathematical
formulation for many

problems in operations
research, stochastic
optimization, and statistical
learning. The project was
conducted jointly with Roger
J-B Wets, a Foreign Member
of the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine and a
distinguished professor of
mathematics of the University of
California (Davis, CA).

My Expectations Were Fully Met

The Fulbright Program provided me with the opportunity to go to the USA
for the second time — seven years after completing my Master’s program at
the University of Idaho (Moscow, ID) under the Edmund S. Muskie Graduate
Fellowship Program. So | can compare my previous experience as a student
with this new experience as a scholar.

My expectations were fully met. Working at an American university, |
had practically unlimited informational resources for successful research.
In case a problem arises or you need advice, all the faculty and staff are
ready to help either themselves or refer you to an expert in the required
research field. Academic freedom is the reality and incentive for effective
work, independent thinking, and the development and implementation of
new ideas. Research is a top priority for an American professor. The financial
aspect of research has, however, to be taken into account, as appropriate
financing is an important prerequisite for any research project.

I'd like to mention those aspects of academic life in the USA that attracted
my attention during my second stay. For one thing, the number of students
has grown substantially, along with the size of classrooms. Secondly,
the percentage of foreign students, mostly from China, has also grown.
Thirdly, the faculty has changed, with more professors from other countries.
But the relations between professors and students and the readiness to
help on the part of professors are still marked with the same friendliness,
openness, and informality which do not hamper professionalism, but rather
encourage independent thinking. Sadly, the students complain of ever-
growing tuition fees, while the faculty are concerned about the problem of
financing research. The economic recession is felt at every step in everyday
life: higher rent and food prices, no salary raises and more unemployment.

The professors and students expressed much respect for me as a

knowledge, a mediator between different nations and cultures. | am certain
that the respect and interest shown by Americans is the achievement of
all former Fulbrighters. | always have a sense of additional responsibility
when | meet new people and introduce myself as a Fulbright scholar. During
my stay in the USA, | made quite a number of new professional contacts
and strengthened existing ones. There was an excellent opportunity in
Philadelphia for networking at the April 2011 workshop “Valuing Diversity
and Resolving Conflict” held by the U.S. Fulbright' Program. Fulbrighters
from over 30 countries attended the event.

| must also add that I'm not the only “Fulbrighter” in my family. My wife Vira,
who is writing her Candydat Nauk dissertation, attended lectures in timber
marketing and even received an offer 10 continue her research at Oregon
State University (Corvalis, OR). Our'7-year-old son, Danylo, managed to
learn decent English in a couple‘of months and made a presentation on
Ukraine in his group at the preparatory school; our younger son, Bohdan,
who is 5, excelled in his day care group. We all sought to tell our friends
something new about Wkraine, to explain our values, and describe our
traditions. We found eager listeners among the Americans as well as among
people from othercountries. And we, too, learned quite a lot and are very
grateful to the Fulbright Program for that.
