of Music, building on the
theoretical aspects of early
music performance that some
of the students were exposed
to last year. Dr. Timofeyev also
conducted archival research
on the Russian seven-string
guitar, as well as on the early
origins of this instrument and its
connection to the Torban and
Kobza traditions. Together with
“Sarmatica,” the early music
ensemble that he created in
2009, he is currently preparing
for the October 2011 Lviv Early
Music Festival to which the
group was invited. In addition,

Among them was a film “Dreams about the
Past: Early Music in Ukraine” (“Mrii pro mynule”) about Oleg’s
work with Ukrainian musicians in the revival of early music in
Ukraine. The film was nominated for Best Feature Documentary,
Best Original Sound in Music Documentary, and Best Director of
Music Documentary at the World Music and Independent Film
Festival (WMIFF), which took place in Washington, D.C. in mid-
August 2011 (http:/arbatfiim.com/news/) The film was awarded
“Best Feature Documentary” by the Festival jury. In April, the
film was honored with an Award of Merit from The Accolade
Competition for Film, Television, New Media and Videography.

Dr. Vossler collected oral history
statements from Ukrainians still
living near a cluster of former
German villages that were
named in various war crimes
testimonies and depositions as
murder sites of Jews in 1941—
1943. He also compared the
narrative discourse of Ukrainian
oral histories with oral histories
he had already gathered from
former German colonists who
once lived in Ukraine. These
colonists still live in an “inherited
silence” about the murder
events in their own villages,
focusing instead on their own
substantial suffering under the
Soviets.

Ukraine, like all countries of the world,
faces a common dilemma: how to manage
the demands and pressures of providing
for the health of its population. Accordingly,
maintaining access to health care while
operating cost-effectively is a major challenge.
Like all countries, Ukraine’s political culture,
history, and economy (wealth) affect how
health services are delivered and the means
by which payment for these services occurs.

The impact of wealth on the design and
operation of a health system’s internal
organization, and in turn itsimpact on the health
of the population, cannot be underestimated.
Even if wealth is a major determinant of
good health, important gains can be made if
available resources are used more efficiently
according to the World Health report of 2002.
To use limited resources more effectively
managers and administrators must have the
necessary fundamental understanding of the
management tools currently available.

By partnering with the faculty of the Health
Care Management Department of Lviv Danylo
Halytskyi National Medical University, | sought
to improve health services management
education in  Ukraine through innovative
and responsive approaches, in particular
through  instructional  technology  and
techniques for dissemination of educational
material. | provided lectures to six different
groups of health care managers, totaling
over 140 participants, on the five functions
of management, evidence-based decision-
making, strategic planning, and financial
management.

Working with the faculty of the department,
| evaluated a fifty-two-question survey that
asked participants what educational courses
would be helpful to them in addressing the

management challenges they will be facing. We hope this research will not
only result in a publishable article but more importantly help the department
design courses that will address the managers’ needs. | am continuing
this collaboration even after returning to the U.S. In addition to the above
primary project | taught various courses and gave numerous guest lectures.
| was very impressed with the willingness of the students to embrace new
and different approaches to management.

If ensuring health care for all is a key function of the government as
outlined in the 1996 Ukrainian Constitution, effective management skills
must be available at all levels of the health care delivery system. | enjoyed
this unusual opportunity to utilize my management background, education,
and experience and to team with my Ukrainian colleagues to improve
the management skills of Ukrainian health services managers. My stay in
Ukraine has been both professionally and personally a very positive life-
changing experience.

| have said it a thousand times in a thousand places, and now in
Ukraine, too: the most important part of a university education in the
twenty-first century is learning how to write. | obviously understand
that other subjects are important: history, economics, mathematics,
computer science, and so on.

But while the learning students do in such subjects benefits them
primarily after they graduate, writing helps them not only afterward but,
more importantly, during their education; not only in securing good grades,
but in making them effective learners. Writing represents a special mode of
thinking — and one which, because of the way knowledge continues to be
configured, gives students the best access to what universities have to offer.

Obviously, this position does not originate with me. | learned it from
my own field, Rhetoric and Composition; and indeed one joy of my stay
has been learning from Ukrainian teacher-scholars who have carried on
amazing work for years. Still, in the broader system of Ukrainian higher
education, it would seem to be far from common to situate writing — and
particularly disciplined, long-term writing instruction — at the center of
the curriculum.

With support from my chair and colleagues at Ternopil National Economic
University, | have sought to share and, more to the point, enact this belief. |
have provided a series of lectures on writing to about 180 students (1!, 3
and 4" year); taught writing directly to a subset of 50 students in seminars;
and otherwise spread the gospel of writing at conferences, faculty meetings,
English clubs, and so on.

One course assignment produced results that | think illustrate the
considerable abilities of the students with whom | have been working.
| invented a not-for-profit organization called STOP (Stop Talking/Texting on
Phones), devoted to reducing cell phone use by drivers in the U.S. | then
asked the students to (a) create an on-line ad for STOP’s campaign and (b)
to explain that ad in a memo to the organization’s CEO.

| do not mean to suggest that everything has gone perfectly on the
writing front. Predictably, differences between Ukrainian and U. S. attitudes
toward intellectual property rights — most notably on what constitutes
“plagiarism”- have turned out to be fairly serious, but our conversations
about them have been constructive. Indeed, | have the impression that
such differences are rooted not only in the broader culture, but more
specifically in institutional practices. Students report that, as so often in the
U.S., a student paper that reads like a student paper — that makes visible
the inevitable struggles of the developing writer — is likely to be graded
harshly, whereas one that reads like professional work (its provenance
notwithstanding) is rewarded. This suggests that, again as in the U.S,,
the more pressing concern in this context is less student behavior than
faculty development.

Overall, though, the upside (as they say at economic universities) seems
to me very impressive indeed. If | ever do decide to start a company, | know
right where to go to find a talent pool.

While my official project as a Fulbright
scholar in Ukraine was to teach 19" century
American literature, my unofficial project
was to study the relationship between
nature and culture while in the country. As a
passionate visitor to and supporter of America’s
national parks, | was excited to visit Ukraine’s
premier national park, Carpathian National
Nature Park, and finally got the opportunity to

do so in the spring of 2011. My three-day visit, while admittedly brief, did
yield some very interesting observations.

Much recent criticism of the national park concept has centered on the
objection that national parks create an artificial boundary between nature
and culture, the non-human and human worlds. Like all other organisms,
people must live off natural resources, in other words, use nature; and it
has been argued that by restricting the parks to recreational uses and
scenic values, the National Park Service and U.S. government wrongly
distort our perceptions of nature in the parks. In the past the creation of
national parks, in both America and other countries, even resulted in the
removal of indigenous cultures from their traditional lands in order to make
the preserved areas people-free, thus creating the illusion of a wilderness
where humans are but visitors. In a now-famous essay (“The Trouble with
Wilderness”), environmental historian William Cronon argues that the idea of
national parks and wilderness areas, while valuable in many respects, needs
to be revised so that the environmental ethics applied in the parks are also
lived out in our homes and daily lives.

Carpathian National Nature Park, as | experienced it, reflects and tries to
avoid such criticisms. Created in 1980, it was Ukraine’s very first national
park. It is a little over 50,000 hectares in size, 75 miles long and 12 miles
wide (relatively small as national parks go). Looking at a map of the park,
one immediately notices a distinct difference between this park and national
parks in America: the park boundaries have been drawn so as to include,
not exclude, towns and villages. A second difference deals with the kinds
of human activities permitted in the park. While traditional national parks
allow only certain kinds of recreational use (mainly hiking), in the Carpathians
long-time subsistence practices of locals such as berry and mushroom
picking are still carried out. In some districts of the park, small-scale logging
takes place too — obviously in recognition of the fact that the residents need
revenues besides those generated from tourism to survive financially in the
region. And on the fringes of the forest in the valley lowlands, people still
farm their small plots of land and tend their orchards.

There was something else — a third difference — which | found most
fascinating. While hiking above timberline, | came across a religious shrine
recently decorated with flowers following Easter weekend. Against the dark
backdrop of the brooding green conifer forest, this site embodied for me
the beauty of the Ukrainian relationship with nature. While in America it has
become common to refer to national parks as “sacred places,” the phrase
has a distinctly secular meaning, while in Ukraine the cultural and the natural
are inextricably tied together. Such a religious site would not be allowed in
American national parks, because it would be a violation of the principle of
separation of church and state. But in Ukraine this site suggests how closely
bound are natural and cultural values.



| do not mean to romanticize the Ukrainian concept of nature, however.
| saw litter everywhere, both inside and outside the park boundaries, and
water in the rivers is not fit to drink because of pollution from the villages.
And of course, the national park is woefully underfunded. But | think
the concept of Carpathians National Nature Park, with its policies of
multi-use (much like the national forests in the U.S.), are appropriate
and laudable for the long-term sustainability of nature in Ukraine’s most
beautiful mountain range.
