approach for some faculty. It was a delight to see the students
engaged in the discussion, making many comments and asking
questions.

In my interactions with students, | realized how little actual
contact most have had with people from the U.S. and how many
of their perceptions came from television and the internet. One
student asked if it was safe to be a student at a U.S. institution
because people carried guns and there were shootings. | pointed
out that students can’t legally carry guns on campus and that the
shootings were in a very small percentage of institutions (even
though one is too many!). | also indicated that various steps have
been taken to try to prevent such events. In this discussion what
became evident was that | was the representative of my country,
and even though | knew this beforehand, it was on this personal
level that it became real. Hopefully | broke some stereotypes
and corrected some misinformation. It was clear to me in these
exchanges the power of people-to-people contacts.

On a personal level | found seeing the country’s history
of many invasions — some thwarted, but many resulting in
conquests by various groups and powers throughout history —
an indication of Ukrainians’ incredible resilience. Everywhere |
went there were monuments to the loss of people, particularly in
World War Il. Representative of more recent times, | stayed in
a hotel on the edge of Maidan Nezalezhnosti in Kyiv where the
“Orange Revolution” was a force in establishing new freedoms.
Unfortunately, some of these initiatives have been reversed.
| observed that the interplay between wanting freedom and
having strong, forceful leadership with a definite direction is a
continuing challenge.

Overall, my Ukrainian experience was positive. There are plans
to continue the association. | had a chance to learn about the
culture, visit some historical places, and apply my trade. Best of
all, I had the opportunity to be a Fulbright scholar, a lifelong goal.

My Twenty-Five Day
Experience in Ukraine

My twenty-five day experience in Ukraine
was a learning experience professionally and
personally. | developed a training program for
department chairs at Nizhyn Mykola Gogol
State University and some other Ukrainian
universities. Working with chairs in a top-
down system that has limited resources was
challenging in terms of having chairs see how
they could make changes that would benefit
the students and the universities. My goal was
to facilitate workshops and to encourage a
pattern of intentional professional development
as the norm. Professionally, it was satisfying to
see the chairs realize the importance of this
development and to have them commit to
continuing the effort.

Classroominstruction, frommyobservation,
was a teacher-centered approach, with
students writing down information presented
with little interaction beyond a few questions.
In the classes | taught | was able to involve
students actively and to demonstrate this

Under the short-term Fulbright Specialist Program,
Professor Gerald Groshek, an expert in international
economics from the University of Redlands (Redlands, CA),
was invited to the Kyiv Vadym Hetman National Economic
University (KNEU).
