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The publication of the Fulbright Annual Report coincides
with the completion of one more cycle in our activities.
Two competitions — the Faculty Development and the
Graduate Student Programs — were held in April and
May. The competition statistics comprise the gist of our
numerous trips, seminars and workshops as well as
the demonstration of the support of Fulbright alumni,
something which is always very important for the Office,

even if it may seem inconspicuous.

Program for Ukrainian Graduate Students

Applications for the Student Program
competition came, for the most part,
from larger university cities: Kyiv (102),
Dnipropetrovsk (25), Kharkiv (25), Donetsk
(15), Lviv (14), Zaporizhzhia (10), and Odesa
(9). Owing to presentations at universities
and consultations arranged by the program’s
alumni, there was an increased number
of applications from the universities of
Crimea (12), Mykolayiv (7), Kirovohrad (6),
Chernihiv (5), and Chernivtsi (5).

In the 2011-2012 academic year, 22 Fulbright finalists
will complete Master’'s programs: 5 of them in STEM
(science, technology, engineering, and mathematics)
and 17 in the humanities and social studies. These
statistics objectively record a still-existing want of
up-to-date knowledge in the humanities sphere in
Ukraine. In May 2011, at the initial stage of the 2012—
2013 competition, we again observed among the
applicants an unfailing interest in law (39), economics
(36), international relations (20), journalism and media
(21), methods of teaching (15), general linguistics (12),
education (10), state policy (10), and political studies (9).

Creativity and education are the top priorities of American
society and are also those generally accepted values
which are equally indispensable to Ukraine. The popularity
of creative professions is obvious — 16 applications for
Master’s programs were in contemporary art, architecture,
music and cinema.

The applicants in natural sciences expressed the
most interest in engineering (15), computing (10), ecology
and environmental protection (6), chemistry (7), energetics
(5) and agricultural studies (4). U. S. universities admit one
or two Ukrainian finalists annually for Ph.D. studies. In
September 2011, Natalia Shymanska, a graduate from
Kyiv Taras Shevchenko National University, started a
Ph.D. program in chemistry at North Carolina State
University (Raleigh, NC). Similarly, every year several
Fulbright students earn scholarships to continue their
studies for the Ph.D. upon the culmination of their
Master's programs.

Program for Ukrainian Faculty
and Young Researchers

In 2011 Faculty Development Program grants were
awarded to 9 young researchers who teach at institutions
of higher education or work at research institutions or non-
governmental organizations in Kyiv, Lviv, Drohobych and
Kharkiv.

Fulbright Faculty Development and Graduate Student Programs

The greatest number out of 44 applications for the
2012-2013 program arrived from Kyiv (7), Lviv (6),
Dnipropetrovsk (5) and Kharkiv (4); the competition
geography is extended by the participation of
young academics from Ivano-Frankivsk (3), Sumy (3)
and Vinnytsia (2).

The Faculty Development Program offers young
academics the opportunity to conduct their research at
some of the best U. S. universities during the academic
year (9-10 months), to meet world-famous specialists,
and to gain access to advanced technologies and
research methods. The vast majority of the applicants
are either postgraduate students or faculty members
of universities, and almost 10% are scientific fellows
from research institutes of the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine. About one-third of the participants
hold the Candydat Nauk degree, and two-thirds are
young academics under the age of thirty. About a
quarter of the applicants presented projects in natural
sciences and technology: engineering (4), ecology
(4), computing (1) and biology (1). The humanities
and social sciences are represented in the fields
of linguistics/applied linguistics (8), economics (7),
administration of education/pedagogics (5), law/state
policy/political studies/psychology (5 each) and others.

Program for U.S. Graduate Students

Within the framework of the U.S. Student Program,
13 American students arrived in Ukraine during the 2010—
2011 academic year to conduct their research. According
to the Program’s requirements, the young Americans
were affiliated with several research institutions and
non-governmental organizations, which aided the
students with their research projects. Students also
attended language courses and delivered guest lectures
at the invitation of Ukrainian universities. The young
American grantees traditionally present the outcome of
their research at the end of the academic year. Odesa
was the venue of this seminar on April 18-20, 2011,
held at the National University “Odesa Law Academy”.
Undergraduate and graduate students and faculty of
the Odesa Law Academy and other Odesa institutions
actively participated in the seminar.

This year Ukraine accepted for the first time two English
Teaching Assistant Program (ETA) award recipients.
At the invitation of the Tavrida V.l. Vernadskyi National
University (Simferopol), Eldin Hasic introduced American
culture and history to the University’s students; helped
future participants of the Program to prepare their projects;
delivered lectures to librarians; and took part in the events
arranged by the English Language Club at the “Window
on America” Center in Simferopol. Jonathan Holland
conducted language training courses and studied methods
of English language teaching and country studies at the
Precarpathian Vasyl Stefanyk National University in lvano-
Frankivsk.
