Each Day | Learned
Something New
About the World...

For my project, | evaluated the compliance
of the USA Patriot Act with international law. |
had already written a paper on this issue before
going to the USA, but the difference between
American and Ukrainian legal systems was
an obstacle to performing a concise and
profound study. The Patriot Act changed the
banking and financial sector in the U. S. and in
the world, but little is known about this law in
Ukraine. To understand the issue well, | took
courses at the Chicago-Kent College of Law
(llinois Institute of Technology, Chicago, IL) in
Banking Law, Securities Regulation, Mergers
and Acquisitions, Business Organizations,
and Investment Funds. My academic year in
Chicago ended up with a Master’s thesis on
the implications of the Patriot Act.

Crazy rhythm, the library, Internet shopping,
my heavy rucksack, skyscrapers seen from
the plane — the American experience can be
described in various ways. But obviously, the
main advantage of studying in the USA is
global thinking. For some reason, while in
the States, | would often notice an interesting
tendency: one can often see a map of the
world in most educational and business
establishments — yes, the map of the world,
not just the United States. It is quite unlike the
Ukrainian way of putting a map of Ukraine on
the wall.

| felt the principle of global thinking when doing my research, which
was a titanic labor. | actually stayed at the library from 10 a. m. till 10 p. m.,
and this lasted for several months. | had to learn quite a lot about other
countries in order to better understand the legal core of US economic
sanctions and define their compliance with the norms of international law.
From a video about North Korea on YouTube, | learned that the country is
under a totalitarian regime very similar to the Soviet Stalinist regime in
the 1930s — 1950s. | quickly found information about Gabon and Angola,
African countries rich in oil and corruption. Then | learned that tiny Panama,
well-known for the Panama Canal, used to be a part of Columbia. During
the interval between classes, | spoke with a group mate from Kosovo in
one of the campus cafeterias, and he introduced me to the intricacies of
the Balkan conflict. Each day | learned something new about the world...

Gradually, | shifted the emphasis of my research and decided to analyze
the role of the USA Patriot Act in fighting foreign public corruption.
| applied a whole toolkit of legal and interdisciplinary knowledge -
banking law, international law, civil and criminal procedures, and even
accounting. My research results proved to be interesting for the experts
of Transparency International in Washington, D. C., and they invited me for
an internship during the summer.

Apart from my academic learning, | also discovered another Ukraine for
myself: the community of Ukrainian immigrants in the United States. Living in
the center of Chicago’s Ukrainian Village, | happened to meet Ukrainians from
four immigration waves, from the descendents of the first immigrants of the
late 19th century to the job-seekers of the early 21st century. There were
four Ukrainian radio stations, two Ukrainian newspapers, about ten Ukrainian
churches, and a number of Ukrainian credit unions. | occasionally submitted
articles to the Ukrainian newspaper Chas i Podiyi (Time and Events). With
the assistance of the Ukrainian Genocide Famine Foundation — USA (IL), |
delivered a guest lecture at my host university on the crimes of genocide. |
also organized “Zlukacamp”, a conference for Ukrainian students from Chicago
and neighboring states held on Ukraine’s Unification Day. Needless to say,
Ukrainians have been part and parcel of the American “melting pot” for quite
a long time. Even my professor of International Bankruptcy Law is descended
from Eastern Ukrainian emigrants, so he gratefully accepted my invitation to visit
his forefathers’ native land. In April 2011, | was invited to San Diego to take
part in the Clinton Initiative Conference. Initiated by former President Clinton,
this annual brainstorming session brings together about one thousand students
from various parts of the world. The former President commended the most
effective initiatives introduced by students and gave the floor to successful
young leaders from the U. S. and other countries. And | could not help thinking
“I wish the young people would be supported like that back in Ukraine”...

The USAis a perfect place for those who crave new ideas. The Fulbright
Program gave me the opportunity to have a better understanding both of
my professional field and of the entire world around me.

| undertook my Fulbright project to defend my Ph.D. dissertation in
nanoelectronics, nanotechnology and advanced quantum devices.
Although the project was launched while | was still in Ukraine, | had the
goal to design an optical sensor nanosystem based on negative differential
resistance with an oscillator based on this effect and to implement
the invention in the USA. The idea was to build the sensor system using
modern nanotechnology. However, after a year of working, | realized that
my project was qualitatively altered, and the new knowledge | obtained was
conducive to using quantum dots in these sensor systems. Quantum dots
are nanostructures with unique properties and are extremely promising for
the future development of all electronics applications in sensor electronics.
I would like to stress that being able to apply modern nanotechnologies in
the manufacture of such sensor systems is an extremely valuable
experience that opens up new vistas for further professional development.
Through my research as well as new trends in nanoelectronics, | can
gain new perspective in this field and start cooperation between scientific
schools in Ukraine and the USA, namely, between my home university
and my host university, the University of lllinois at Chicago (Chicago, IL). |
was motivated to pursue such studies and obtain a Fulbright scholarship
because | would like to see a scientific center founded in Ukraine to carry
out research in nanoelectronics and other modern nanotechnology. | hope
that practical results of this cooperation will soon be obvious to everyone.

Thanks to the scholarship and general
support of the Fulbright Program, | had the
opportunity to plunge into the students’
academic community at Fordham University
(New York, NY) for sixteen months. Fordham is
the typical American university seen in films
oron TV. The University is over 150 years old;
it offers Bachelor’'s and Master’s programs in
arts and sciences, medicine, and law. The
program | was privileged to take up was
launched in 1979 and is relatively limited in
size (about 30 students per academic year).
This academic “compactness” encourages
close bonds between the students, between
the students and the professors, and
between the students and the Program
Director. | was pleasantly surprised not only
by the competence and professionalism of
the faculty, but also by their openness and
eagerness to help any participant of the
program in mastering the materials presented.

| must praise the way in which the teaching
and assessment system, known as the
credit-module system, functions. My program
offered a choice of disciplines for every term
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according to your own preferences and
career perspectives (apart from the subjects
that were obligatory for all which accounted
for no more than 50% a term). Thus, once
you have mastered specific disciplines
within the program, you can obtain three
different specialties. Then you receive three
certificates —testifying to the profound learning
of a particular sphere (for instance, developing
markets or work with statistical information) —
in addition to your diploma. On the whole,
every student is free to create their own
“specialization” concentrating on what they
feel to be most important for their future
profession. Students are encouraged to do
research; and there are both organizational
and financial prerequisites for it, as the
University has funds to support student and
faculty research. The University also has
facilities for publishing research results.

Academic life is not restricted to classes
only. The University often invites prominent
businessmen, government officers and civil
servants, or internationally-famous people
to address students. The Program Director
and administrative staff managed to arrange
two “career days” during the last term. We
had excursions and various meetings at the
United Nations offices in New York and in
a number of governmental agencies in
Washington, D.C. Also, the program offered
an opportunity and financing for internships in
the Philippines, South Africa, and a number
of other countries. To improve language
skills, you could apply to travel to one of the
European or Latin American countries during
the summer.

It is not easy to describe in one short
essay all the possibilities and advantages
of studying at an American university. While
there, you feel that hundreds of opportunities
are open for you and that you should want to
use them all. The academic and professional
community in the USA is very competitive, to
be sure. Still, it does not make the chance of
self-realization and fulfillment less appealing
and significant. The Fulbright Program gave
me this chance, and | am very grateful for that
opportunity.
